APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve the minutes of the Bellefonte Borough Council meeting of September 20, 2010.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous to approve the minutes as presented.  
COMMUNICATIONS
WRITTEN
· A letter from Joe Rocco, Government Affairs Manager, Comcast, regarding a

reduction in the technology fee.  

· A letter from Fred Koch, Veteran Assistance Fund of Centre County, requesting

permission to hold a 5k race on Sunday, November 21st in the Parkview Heights area to raise money for the Veteran’s Fund.  Mr. Koch reported the race will be supervised by Nittany Valley Running Club from approximately 1:00 PM – 2:30 PM with all cleanup completed by 4:00 PM.  The race will begin at the Bellefonte Middle School, into the downtown area, over to Beaver Street, back Armor Street to Curtin Street to Wilson Street and goes back up High Street and will weave through Parkview Heights.  The Boy Scouts and other volunteers will help with holding traffic while the runners go through.  Markings on the street will be made with chalk.  Liability insurance will be provided through Nittany Valley Running Club.  The Chief of Police has reviewed the plans.  The information has been provided to the Fire Chief and Council encouraged him to meet with Mr. Bruno.


Mr. Beigle made a motion to tentatively approve this request providing everything is worked out with the Fire Chief and Police Chief.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

· A letter from Greg Petersen, Station Manager, WPSU-FM, thanking Borough Council

and the citizens of Bellefonte for being gracious hosts during the recent stay by StoryCorps. 

· A letter from Allen D. Biehler, P.E., Secretary of Transportation, PennDOT,

regarding the 2011 Liquid Fuels allocation.  Bellefonte Borough will receive an estimated $121,912.60.   

· A letter from Lori Jones, Penn State Cooperative Extension in Clinton County,

regarding the program Young Lungs at Play that encourages tobacco-free zones.  The organization is willing to provide a sign for a designated area in Talleyrand Park.  The organization would like Council to consider expanding the no-smoking zone throughout the park.

· Ms. Dainty reported the next Clearfield/Centre Boroughs Association dinner meeting

will be held on Thursday, October 28, 2010, at the Gaslight Café in Philipsburg.  The President of the Boroughs Association will be the guest.  The meeting begins at 6:30 PM and is being hosted by Grampian.      
MAYOR’S REPORT

· Mayor Goldman had nothing to report.  
OFFICE OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS

ZONING/PLANNING
· Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve the request for the John and Linda Plozner

replot and lot additions where five lots will be plotted into four lots.  Ms. Dainty seconded the motion.  All comments by the County have been addressed.  The tax assessment will be altered and will be effective as soon as the plans are registered with the County.  A voice vote was unanimous.   

· Mr. DeCusati made a motion to give conditional approval to the Willowbank Plaza

Preliminary/Final Land Development Plan.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  Zoning states a parking lot should be 10’ off a property line, but the parking lot averages 11.2’.  Mr. Casanave reported they are working on storm water management.  Mr. Gallo reported the property will be built per the 100 year Flood Plain requirements.  The tentative five-month construction period will begin March 1, 2011.  A voice vote was unanimous.  


The site is located in the 100 year flood plain and the storm water management ordinance for Bellefonte Borough requires recharge.  Mr. Franson indicated he would support a waiver request on behalf of the builders for recommendation and approval of Council to not have to do that because they are in the flood plain and retaining it anyhow.  Council would like to see something in writing.            


Mr. Schneider requested that the Building Code Inspector address Council at a meeting in the near future.  The request is to have him address what he is planning to do in the future and also to address some things regarding lack of performance and lack of diligence.  


Mr. Gallo reported that the Planning Commission will be reviewing the Zoning Ordinances for any needed amendments.


Mr. Gallo attended a one-day code class to get recertified in his certification.      

CERTIFICATES OF APPROPRIATENESS
1) 127 South Allegheny Street/Gary Stover, Fraternal Order of Eagles – replace roof, apply new siding on rear dormer.
2) 377-379 Phoenix Avenue/Gerald Cain – replace windows on 379 with vinyl to match 377, wrap window surrounds on both halves with aluminum.

Ms. Dainty made a motion to approve all four Certificates of Appropriateness as

presented.  Mr. Beigle seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.      

COMMITTEES

Building & Property – There was no report.  
Finance and Government Performance – Ms. Dainty reported that the other municipalities received the Firemen’s Budget and she felt Bellefonte Borough Council should have reviewed it first.  Mr. Holderman reported that the primary increase in the budget is the proposed physicals, which results in a $20,000.00 increase.  Other increases pertain to equipment upgrades that fire departments would like to purchase.  The inter-governmental agreement requires a meeting by September 30, 2010 with the municipalities invited to provide them with a draft budget.  The next step is to provide them with the numbers for the fire department by November 1st.  The assessment numbers are revised by the County.  Marion Township appears to have a major decrease, but they did not take into account that the fire departments service of Interstate 80, which results in more than 50% of the calls in the township over a period of a year.  They will be charged a minimum of approximately $1,500.00.  Council members are requested to review the Firemen’s Budget and direct any questions to Mrs. Walker.      
Park & Recreation – A letter was received from M. Wesley Fahringer, Recreation and Parks Advisor, DCNR, stating the work at Talleyrand Park was inspected and the project has been completed in accordance with the Contract Scope of Work and Grant Agreement.  Mr. Holderman and Mrs. Walker were thanked for the outstanding job they did with the Talleyrand Park project.  


The Talleyrand Park dedication will be held on Sunday, October 24th, at 3:30 PM in conjunction with the Fall Fest held by HBI.  Mayor Goldman will speak as well as a few Council members.    
Human Resources – Mr. Holderman reported that interviews are ongoing for the Parking Enforcement Officer and a recommendation will be forthcoming.   

Safety – Tractor trailers are not permitted to park in certain areas of the Borough, particularly in residential areas. 

Mr. Wilson would like to know who the current EMC is and would like to review a copy of the Emergency Management Plan.  


Mr. Holderman reported that Mr. Schneider mentioned three grants at the recent Fire Executive Committee meeting that were submitted by the fire department.  On two of the grants the Undines and Logan’s are each contributing $5,000.00 of their own money to match the grants.    
Water/Sanitation – Leaf collection will begin on October 18th.  The leaf collection schedule will follow the same schedule as the refuse collection schedule.  
Daryl Inhoof moved from the Wastewater Treatment Plant and is now working on the Streets Crew.  

Streets – Mr. DeCusati reported that money was assigned from the Liquid Fuels Fund and he would like the money to be used for paving in 2011.  Mr. Stewart reported that some of the money will be used for road salt purchase as well as equipment replacement.  Mr. Stewart reported that the state audits the Liquid Fuels money and there are restrictions as to how the money can be used.  Not more than 20% can be used for equipment.  Mr. DeCusati would like to see paving as a separate line item in the budget.  


Mr. DeCusati examined the area where Mr. Garrett Lee would like a mirror installed at his property.  Mr. Lee lives on Pine Street and his garage is on Stoney Batter.  Mr. Lee would like a personal mirror to enable him to back safely out of his garage.  In the past Council has approved these requests with the understanding that the property owner would pay for the sign.  


Mr. Stewart and Mr. Wilson met with Jason Brower, the School Resource Officer, regarding concerns in the school zones.  Mr. Stewart sent a letter to PennDOT voicing those concerns.  PennDOT responded stating there are engineering studies along with other things that would need to be done.  Mr. Stewart would like to explore L-Tap, a PennDOT program, to see if the program would help with some items on the list.  If not, an engineering firm would need to be hired to determine the current school zones and where the new school zones should be located.  

Mr. Schneider reported the pedestrian sign and vehicles parking on West Linn Street make it difficult for fire apparatus to get through.  Mr. Stewart reported the sign has been hit, but the neighbors like having the sign there.  This situation will be examined.          

Energy & Environmental Conservation – There was no report.
