Sam McGinley, Andrew Brooks, Alan Uhler, 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve the minutes of the Bellefonte Borough Council meeting of June 21, 2010.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous to approve the minutes as presented.

MAYOR’S REPORT

· Mayor Goldman feels the Commissioners need to be urged to do something with the

two fountains in front of the Courthouse.  Mr. Stewart checked with Chairman John Eich and it is a plumbing issue.  Mr. Stewart offered to have the Borough crew examine the situation, which will be done on Thursday.  


Mayor Goldman stated the flowers on the Diamond are beautiful and the downtown area looks nice as well.    
OFFICE OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS


Northwest Savings Bank – Mr. Gallo presented drawings of the Northwest Savings Bank project, which is on the corner of Zion Road and Parkview Boulevard.  The project has gone before Planning Commission where they gave final approval with the stipulation that items that need to be addressed be addressed before final approval is received.  Everything has been addressed regarding storm water and conservation soil.  The other thing to be addressed is an entrance off of Zion Road, which Northwest Savings Bank must obtain a Highway Occupancy Permit from PennDOT.  Everything meets zoning and planning requirements for Bellefonte Borough.  The main entrance will be off of Parkview Boulevard.  The ground level is the bank building.  In the back is an entire walk-out exposed basement that will have two office areas for businesses that would be affiliated with banking.  There are no required sidewalks.  There will not be an internal connection between the two levels.  Bellefonte Borough Zoning requires when you have a road with heavy traffic the entrance must be on the secondary road.  PennDOT currently is not requiring a traffic signal be installed.  PennDOT does not want the facility to open until after they complete their project.  Northwest Savings Bank would like to have their facility open by May 2011, which is when PennDOT will begin their project.  Northwest Savings Bank is requesting the Borough allow them to open the facility in May 2011 using the secondary entrance.  The plans were discussed with the Fire Chief and changes were made to accommodate his recommendations.  A fire truck would be able to navigate through the back entrance.  The distance from the intersection to the entrance is approximately 230 feet.  Mrs. Dunne questioned how this project can be considered with the increase of traffic and the paving of the road and the increase of traffic from townhouses, etc.  Mr. Beigle stated that is the responsibility of the state to address traffic problems.  

Ms. Dainty made a motion to approve the plans for Northwest Savings Bank as presented by the Planning Commission.  Mr. Beigle seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.


Mrs. Dainty made a motion to accept the request from Northwest Savings Bank to permit Northwest Savings Bank to open their facility and utilize the main entrance onto Parkview Boulevard for the couple months duration between when the project is finished and when PennDOT completes their project.  Mr. Beigle seconded the motion.  Mrs. Dunne is concerned with the fact that there are not sidewalks on Parkview Boulevard.  The motion passed with Mrs. Dunne voting no.        
CERTIFICATES OF APPROPRIATENESS
1) 101 South Thomas Street/Adam Wood – install new garage door.
2) 163 East Curtin Street/Frank Halderman – replace house and barn roof with new GAF Timberline shingles in “Shakewood”.

3) Willowbank Street & Phoenix Avenue/Henry Sahakian (H.F.L. Corp.) – build new 7,000 square foot retail center and associated parking.

4) 105 North Ridge Street/Ken Ishler – install new vinyl siding, soffit and fascia, build out existing windows to meet siding (windows will not be replaced).

Ms. Dainty made a motion to approve all four Certificates of Appropriateness as

submitted.  Mr. Taylor seconded the motion.  Mrs. Dunne would like to review project #3 and would like verification of the address for project #4.  Mr. Taylor rescinded his second and Ms. Dainty rescinded her motion.


Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve Certificates of Appropriateness as submitted for 101 South Thomas Street, 163 East Curtin Street and 105 North Ridge Street.  Ms. Dainty seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.


Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve the Certificate of Appropriateness for the Willowbank Street and Phoenix Avenue Project.  Ms. Dainty seconded the motion.  Mrs. Dunne feels there is not much information regarding the design for this project.  She would like to know why Mr. Keal voted against the project at the HARB meeting.  Mr. Gallo pointed out that the project has not gone before the Planning Commission.  Mr. Keal objected to the project because of the orientation of the building on the site, which is a Planning Commission issue.  Mr. Keal felt the parking lot should be in the back of the building and he also felt the building would take business away from the downtown.  The other HARB members felt the building was a nice compliment to the Match Factory because it was a similar theme and was made to look like it was a component of the Match Factory complex.  Mr. Halderman and Mrs. Dunne would like to see a conceptual picture of the project.  The materials will be red brick and a red roof to match the Match Factory.  Mr. Uhler had a picture he was able to show of the project.  A voice vote was unanimous.  
COMMITTEES

Building & Property – Mrs. Dunne reported that there has not been a meeting regarding the Big Spring fence.
Finance and Government Performance – There was no report.
Park & Recreation – Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve Application and Certificate for payment No. 3 to Ameron Construction in the amount of $110,786.90 for work at Talleyrand Park.
Human Resources – Mr. Beigle made a motion to appoint Councilman Tom Wilson to the Fire Services Task Force.  Mr. Taylor seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

Ms. Dainty made a motion to appoint Joe Beigle as an alternate to the Fire Services Task Force.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  

Safety – Mr. Wilson reported there was a Shared Services Meeting on Wednesday, June 30, 2010.  The physicals for firemen through Centre Health Network were discussed.  Everyone is in agreement that it is something that should be done, but it needs to be discussed in the various municipalities because it is an expense for 2011.  The agreement was signed by everyone except Spring Township, who will be signing theirs this evening.  There was discussion regarding appointing citizenry.  The Fire Department is supposed to appoint a public person and Council is supposed to appoint a public person.  Ms. Dainty would like it reported in the CDT so anyone interested could respond through the Borough website to find more details.  Fred Bruno will be the representative for the Fire Department.  
Water/Sanitation – Mr. Beigle reported on the water withdrawal report.  The withdrawals are up.  Mayor Goldman feels people need to be notified that they must have a permit to install a swimming pool in their backyard if it has more than 24” of water.
Mr. Holderman reported that the water/refuse online payment system will soon be up and running.  Residents that desire to pay via credit card will be able to do that.

Streets – There was no report.  

Energy & Environmental Conservation – Ms. Dainty made a motion to nominate Gay Dunne to serve on the Spring Creek Watershed Committee.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.     
OLD BUSINESS
· Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve the Bellefonte Borough Employee Policy

Handbook.  Ms. Dainty seconded the motion.  Mrs. Dunne questioned who would monitor the email use of the employees.  Mr. Holderman reported that it would be the supervisor and it would be done randomly.  Ms. Dainty suggested everyone understands what the manual says.  A voice vote was unanimous.

· Mr. Beigle made a motion to Re-Enact the Farmer’s Market Ordinance.  Ms. Dainty

seconded the motion.  Ms. Dainty would like to add the sentence “no offensive language or behavior will be permitted”.  Mr. Beigle would like to amend his motion to add “no offensive language or behavior will be permitted”.  Ms. Dainty seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.        

· Mr. Stewart provided an email regarding Spring-Benner-Walker Joint

Authority’s desire to repay part of their debt on the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The Authority will discuss this in detail at their meeting on July 7, 2010.
· Mr. Holderman reported an RFQ was put out for the Big Spring wall.  Doug Decker

Masonry will begin the project in August.    

NEW BUSINESS

· Mr. Stewart reported that he received an email from the Demand Response Program

stating be alert and be sure the internal plans are in order because it is very likely the Borough will receive a call to cut back on energy use.
