APPROVAL OF MINUTES
· Mr. Wilson made a motion to approve the minutes of the Bellefonte Borough Council
meeting of June 7, 2010.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous to approve the minutes as presented.  
COMMUNICATIONS

CERTIFICATES OF APPROPRIATENESS
1) 100 West Linn Street/Aaron Barto for Bellefonte Area School District – replace existing steel windows in mechanical room on rear of building with louvered vents as required by code to install a new boiler.

Mr. DeCusati questioned the location of the exit at the rear of the new park.  He suggested the engineer and the Philatelic Society be contacted to discuss relocation.  Mr. Holderman reported that the plan to put the walkway in was planned for the future of the APA’s growth.

Ms. Dainty provided audits for Council members to review and discuss at the Council meeting of July 6th.  

Mr. Beigle made a motion to pay an invoice to McQuaide Blasko in the amount of $2,517.50 for services rendered for the period of April 30, 2010 through May 28, 2010.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  


Mrs. Dainty made a motion to adopt Resolution 0621201-01 regarding Procurement Cards that will only be used by Chief Weaver and Mrs. Walker.  Mr. Beigle seconded the motion.  There will only be two Procurements Cards and there will be a limit on the card.  The card is not a credit card.  The money will be taken out of the account at the end of every month.  There will still need to be a requisition submitted and approved by either Mr. Stewart or Mr. Holderman.  A voice vote was unanimous.    

Park & Recreation – Job Conference No. 6 and 7 were provided to Council members for review.  Ameron will begin the paving process as soon as a piece of equipment arrives.  Work is on schedule.  
All the documents regarding Kepler Pool have been executed and returned to the borough.  


Ms. Dainty would like former Council members remembered in some way when they are deceased.  


Mr. Holderman reported that a fountain will not be in the middle of the new park as Council requested due to funding limitations.
  
Human Resources – Council went into Executive Session to discuss several issues.  

Ms. Dainty regretfully made a motion to rescind the Resolution for the Ordinance for the Farmer’s Market that was made earlier this year and return back to the original Ordinance that was in place.  Mr. Beigle seconded the motion.  The motion was passed with Mr. DeCusati and Mrs. Dunne voting no.  


Safety – Mr. Holderman stated that the paragraph Mr. Wilson provided covered everything regarding physicals for firemen.  The cost initially will be $18,000 for the first year, providing physicals for every firefighter.  The hope is to begin the process in January 2011.  Ms. Dainty feels this process should be completed at Shared Services.  The physicals will be provided to firefighters who work a determined amount of hours fighting fires.  The fire department is applying for a grant that will cover the cost of the physicals.      

Water/Sanitation – Mr. Beigle had nothing to report.

Streets – Mr. DeCusati feels the Borough crews have done a good job repainting the crosswalks.  

PennDOT will begin a 550 project in 2011.  Mr. DeCusati made a motion to recommend two changes in the plan PennDOT presented – 1) recommend strongly that PennDOT would install a traffic light at the intersection of SR#550 and South Parkview Boulevard. 2) Council recommends that where a sidewalk is shown coming from the Pizza Hut past Triangle Building going down Airport Road that it is continued to connect with the Borough Bike Path and Sidewalk Area.  Ms. Dainty seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  


Mr. DeCusati questioned if pothole repair has begun.  It has been ongoing through the summer season.  The crews will do more pothole repair after all the line repainting is completed.


The Columbia Gas project will be completed in approximately three weeks.  Mr. DeCusati would like plans of how the street will be repaired when the project is completed.  


Ms. Dainty feels the crosswalk at Howard Street and Wilson Street is a good idea.


Ms. Dainty reported that the sinkhole on Cherry Lane is getting worse.    

Energy & Environmental Conservation – There was no report.  
OLD BUSINESS
· Mr. Wilson, Ms. Dainty, Mr. Halderman and Mr. Stewart met with Mr. Gingher.  It is felt that Potter Street should be closed off during the auction for safety reasons.

Mr. Wilson made a motion to temporarily close Potter Street on Saturday, July 17th, from 6:00 AM – 6:00 PM.  Mr. DeCusati seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  

· Mr. Holderman would like Council members to provide comments to him regarding the

Policy Handbook before the Council meeting of July 6, 2010.
