APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Schneider made a motion to approve the minutes of the Bellefonte Borough Council meeting of October 18, 2010.  Ms. Dainty seconded the motion.  A correction needs to be made under the Parks & Recreation report to state something was distributed to Mrs. Dunne rather than Ms. Dainty.  A voice vote was unanimous to approve the minutes as corrected.  
COMMUNICATIONS
WRITTEN
· A letter from Sarah Messenger, Senior of Bellefonte Area High School, FBLA

Region 14 President, requesting permission to hold a 5K run/walk throughout Parkview Heights on Saturday, November 13th, at 10:00 AM.  This letter was forwarded to Chief Weaver and Chief Bruno.  The request also includes the use of an ambulance.  The ambulance request was forwarded to Scott Rhoat.


Ms. Dainty made a motion to give conditional approval to this request.  Mr. Taylor seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

· A letter from Richard Wardrop, Chairman, Water Resources Monitoring Committee,

Spring Creek Watershed Association, requesting financial support of $2,859.00 for 2011 for the Water Resources Monitoring Project.  

Ms. Dainty made a motion to contribute $2,859.00 per request to the Spring Creek Watershed Association for 2011.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  This amount has been in the budget for several years and comes out of the bulk water fund.  A voice vote was unanimous.


There is a copy of the annual report available.  The creek is in great shape and the water flow is virtually unchanged since 1941.  Some of the pollutants have decreased, but nitrates have increased due to agricultural and urban run-off.  Council members feel the organization could “think green” and send the document electronically the next time.  

· A letter from Greg and Carol Day, Scouting For Food Coordinators, Nittany District,

Juniata Valley Council, Boy Scouts of America, requesting permission to conduct their annual food drive on Saturday, November 20th, beginning at 9:00 AM.  


Ms. Dainty made a motion to approve this request.  Mr. Provan seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

· A letter from James W. Felmlee, President, PSAB, providing information regarding

the 100th anniversary as well as including a list of PSAB Programs.  The conference will be held in Hershey, PA, April 10th – 13th.

Mr. Wilson made a motion to approve this request.  Mr. Taylor seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.   

· A letter from Chief John E. Petrick, Patton Township Police, thanking Chief Weaver

for his help during a Safety Fair held on September 11, 2010.   

· A letter from Joshua Cone, Head Trainer, YMCA of Centre County, requesting

permission to hold a Sprint Triathlon at the Kepler Pool at Governors Park on June 11th, 2011 beginning at 8:30 AM.  The Triathlon would begin at Governors Park Road; continue out Airport Road to a turn-around 1/4 mile before it joins Route 26, then retracing the route back to Kepler Pool.  A portion of this race would be in Spring Township.


Ms. Dainty made a motion to approve this request.  Mr. Taylor seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  
· A letter from Kathleen Jones requesting a handicap designated parking space on East

Lamb Street.  The applicant is informed that there is no guarantee for the space because anyone with a handicap placard would be able to park there.  The request will be handled administratively.

· A letter of information stating there will be train rides leaving from the Bellefonte

Train Station on December 18th and 19th.  

· A letter from Holly Wilson, President, Historic Bellefonte, Inc., thanking the Borough

She will provide his email information to Walt Schneider, Chair of the Energy and Environmental Conservation Committee.

Association dinner.  There were six people in attendance from Bellefonte and Mayor Goldman was proud of them for attending.  Ms. Dainty thanked Mr. Stewart for being the “Man of the Hour” at the dinner.

CERTIFICATES OF APPROPRIATENESS
1) 421 East Curtin Street-David Provan – Replace five windows and one French door.  
Ms. Dainty made a motion to approve the Certificate of Appropriateness for 421 East

Curtin Street.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  Mr. Provan abstained from voting.  

COMMITTEES

Building & Property – There was no report.  
Finance and Government Performance – Ms. Dainty made a motion to approve Ordinance 11012010 for the local government unit debt act.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  The ordinance incurring lease rental debt, as defined in the Pennsylvania Local Government Unit Debt Act, in the maximum principal amount of $3,500,000, evidenced by its guaranty of 100% of the payments due under the guaranteed project note to be issued by the Bellefonte Area Industrial Development Authority; Pledging the full faith, credit and taxing power of this Borough in support of such guaranty agreement; approving a loan agreement with the Authority and Northwestern Savings Bank, under which this Borough makes all payments due on the note; and approving related documents and actions.  A voice vote was unanimous.    
Park & Recreation – Mr. Taylor reported they are proceeding with knocking down the old playground equipment at Talleyrand Park.  

Mr. Wilson reported that a list of questions was sent to Mary Watson who was proposing the Arms of Peace Memorial Park.  The request is for their committee to address those questions.  


Ms. Dainty made a motion to amend the ordinance to not allow smoking in the new section of Talleyrand Park in addition to the previously banned areas of the park.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  Penn State Cooperative Extension would provide signs to be placed throughout the park.  Mr. Taylor feels it would be difficult to enforce a no smoking ban in certain areas of the park.  A roll-call vote was taken: Wilson-yes; Dainty-yes; Taylor-no; Schneider-yes; Provan-no; Dunne-yes; Halderman-yes.  The motion passed.               
Human Resources – Mr. Provan made a motion to appoint Don Holderman to the position of Borough Emergency Management Coordinator.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  

Mrs. Dunne suggested some sort of wellness program in conjunction with the YMCA to encourage Borough employees to pursue a better path of physical fitness.  Mr. Schneider suggested talking to Steve Bair, Centre Region Fire Director.    

Safety – Mr. Wilson reported the Emergency Task Force held its second meeting and things are moving along.

Mr. Taylor received a comment that when you come out of Parkview Boulevard and want to turn left on Zion Road your vision is blocked by an Ameron truck.  Chief Weaver reported that the line of sight on that street is not good.  There is no signage to indicate that you can’t park there.  Mr. Holderman will contact the project manager regarding this matter.


Water/Sanitation – The license plate for the new refuse truck arrived today.  People from the factory would like to be here the first time the truck is used, which will be soon.
Streets – Mr. Holderman reported there was a complaint regarding the right-hand turn from Blanchard Street onto Logan Street.  There is parking on both sides of the street and not enough room for emergency vehicles.  Chief Weaver examined the situation and the Borough staff would like to move the sign back on the north side approximately 20’ and paint the curb yellow to allow more room as you make the right-hand turn.   Council provided concurrence for emergency vehicle purposes.

The street crew is doing patching and will do sealing when the patching is completed.  


Mr. Schneider made a motion to submit the Liquid Fuel Funds Grant Application for the West Lamb Street storm drainage project.  Mr. Provan seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.   

Energy & Environmental Conservation – There was no report.  
OLD BUSINESS
· A draft agenda is in the packets for the USCT Memorial Observance honoring

Bellefonte’s sons who served in the United States Colored Troops that will be held on November 14th, 2010.  Howard Street is scheduled to be closed for this service.
