APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Schneider made a motion to approve the minutes of the Bellefonte Borough Council meeting of December 6, 2010.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  Mrs. Dunne feels C-NET would be a valuable asset to Council using the illustration of the conversation that was reproduced verbatim.  Mr. Stewart reminded Council that minutes were never meant to be verbatim and it is expensive to have them redone.  A voice vote was unanimous to approve the minutes as corrected.

· Stacy Richards, Energy Resource Center Director from SEDA-COG addressed

Council.  She stated the Borough has become the poster child within the region for the energy conservation work and the boldness in stepping forward with the utility bill analysis and Mr. Stewart, Mr. Dorman and Mr. Beigle making presentations to events.  She stated the Borough is getting a lot of attention outside of the region because of Mr. Stewart’s involvement with the Appalachian Regional Commission that oversees 14 states.  Cadmus Consulting Firm was at a seminar that Mr. Stewart spoke at and would like to feature a community that has taken energy conservation seriously.  They toured Bellefonte and are going to issue a report soon.  


Mrs. Richards is submitting an application to SEDA-COG for a grant in the amount of $30,000 to be used towards the work done on the Corning Pump House.  The grant will come through in early summer of 2011.  Mrs. Richards thanked the Borough for all they do and she informed Council that the Borough is also the poster child for Allegheny Power.    

SPECIAL COMMITTEE REPORTS
· Mr. Beigle reported on the Airport Authority that the dedication was held for the Airport Control Tower and it will contribute to better safety at the airport.  He reported that the Borough is a vital part of the entire operation at the airport.  When work is completed at the airport in approximately two years it will be a green building.

· Mayor Goldman praised the Victorian Christmas Committee for the wonderful job

they did this year.

CERTIFICATES OF APPROPRIATENESS
1) 115-117 West Bishop Street – Remove midcentury aluminum siding from, first floor façade and second floor balcony, removing all other non-original material to restore balcony to historical appearance; paint all cast iron on balcony and paint brick as necessary; repair/replace (as necessary) and repaint wood elements on building, including windows, doors, trim, soffit, fascia; add new signage to be determined.

2) 375 East Linn Street – Replace three screen doors on side and rear of house (non-original and only one is barely visible from sidewalk) with new Pella “Fullview” storm doors, finished to match historic wood doors.

3) 128 West Howard Street – Remove below-grade basement windows, remove sidewalk grates, fill in window wells to sidewalk level, as per HARB’s specifications.

4) 420-424 West High Street – Replace roofs on conjoined buildings, currently gray asphalt tab shingles, with Timberline architectural shingles in charcoal.

presented.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

Park & Recreation – Mr. Taylor reported that Howard Long met with Walker Township and Benner Township and they agreed to pay their share for Kepler Pool.  Mr. Long will meet with Spring Township on January 3, 2011.  
Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve the Kepler Pool Budget conditional upon all municipalities approval to pay their share.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.      

Human Resources – There was no report.  
Safety – Mr. DeCusati is pleased that the budget includes quite a few upgrades for fire equipment and services.  The Shared Services group is satisfied with the budget.      

Water/Sanitation – Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve the agreement for the CTWA Interconnection that will replace the one that expires at the end of 2010.  The new agreement is for four years and will renew annually after that.  Mr. DeCusati seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve the agreement with SBWJA for Debt Service Payment.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.


Mr. Beigle reported that the Authority is negotiating with Weis Market regarding water service to the new location.    

Streets – Mr. DeCusati recommends a street light be installed in the area on North Thomas Street where a resident requested one.   Council recommends the residents in the area be notified that a light will be installed and also requested a cost be obtained for one or two additional lights.  
There are two reports in the packet from PennDOT.  One is for the congestion corridor improvements to SR#150.  Mr. Stewart reported that a study will be done on that corridor.  Also, a PCTI Grant was applied for to study Phoenix Avenue and Willowbank Street.  The PCTI Grants will be announced in January 2011.  PennDOT will address Council in the future to discuss various options for SR#144, Linn Street.  

Mr. DeCusati reported that Chief Weaver provided copies of ordinances showing that residents cannot just walk into the crosswalk without watching for traffic.  


Energy & Environmental Conservation – Mr. Stewart reported that the COSTARS program worked well.  Penn State has involvement with COSTARS and does a lot of background work for COSTARS.
