APPROVAL OF MINUTES
· Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve the minutes of the Bellefonte Borough Council
meeting of May 3, 2010.  Mr. Taylor seconded the motion.  The date under adjournment needs to be changed to state May 3rd rather than April 5th.  A voice vote was unanimous to approve the minutes as corrected.  
COMMUNICATIONS

· A letter from Andrew Hillegass, Adjutant, Post 1600, Veterans of Foreign Wars,

requesting permission to close several streets during the annual Memorial Day celebration to be held in front of the court House on May 31, 2010 at 11:00 AM.  The request is to close High Street from Spring Street to Penn Street; and Allegheny Street from Howard Street to Bishop Street from 10:30 AM to the end of the ceremony.


Mr. Beigle made a motion to approve this request.  Mrs. Dunne seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

· A letter from Tom Mesko, Executive Director, Habitat for Humanity of Greater Centre

County, thanking the Borough for the donation of wood chips.

· A letter from Eric Ebeling, Beaver Street, requesting permission to close the 400 block of

Beaver Street from Armor Street to Wilson Street on Saturday, June 12th, from 4:00 PM – 8:30 PM for their annual block party.  

Mrs. Dunne made a motion to approve the request.  Mr. Novak seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.
· A letter from Kevin Snook, Carnival Committee, Logan Fir Company, requesting various

items from the Borough to help with their 38th Annual Fourth of July Celebration, which will be held at the Armory Grounds from Tuesday, June 29th, through Saturday, July 3rd, the Fireman’s Parade will be held on Saturday, July 3rd, at 5:00 PM.  The request is for:

· Use of Borough barricades for traffic restrictions at the carnival grounds and for High Street residents front properties notifying local residents of “No Parking” and “no Walking Access” to the carnival grounds.

· Use of three (3) Borough dumpsters and daily garbage pick up the week of the event.

District 2-0, Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, regarding proposed work on SR#550, which is the proposed third lane from School Street to the bypass.  Council members are requested to review the letter and bring comments to the June 7, 2010 meeting.

· Mr. Randy Brachbill sent an email to Ralph Stewart concerning the removal of a sidewalk on High Street.  Mr. Holderman informed Mr. Brachbill that he received the letter after the packets were prepared.  After Mr. Stewart returns from vacation a response will be sent to Mr. Brachbill.  Mr. Brachbill’s email is in regard to the removal of the sidewalk near Union Cemetery.  He would like some consistency with how the Borough operates regarding sidewalks.  Mr. Holderman meets with the Union Cemetery when they have their committee meetings and some of the members were aware that the sidewalk was going to be removed due to its condition.  Mr. Brachbill feels with the removal of the sidewalk it invites people to walk up the middle of the street.  Mr. Brachbill feels the Borough has set the precedent that if any Borough resident cannot afford to replace their sidewalk they would have the option to remove it and plant grass seed.

SPECIAL COMMITTEE REPORTS

· Wednesday, May 12, 2010, the Tax Collection Committee meeting was held at the High

School.  Not a lot was resolved, but they appear to be heading in the direction of getting information from State College Borough to be the County Collector with an option to have a Bellefonte field office as well as a roving office.  The School Districts have the most say in this matter.

· Dallas Gallo included information concerning the CCMPO meeting that was held on May

12, 2010.  The Centre County Metropolitan Planning Organization (CCMPO) placed a public notice in the Centre Daily Times informing that the long-term planning plan is out.  The state has cut funding substantially.  There is a thirty-day comment period.

Council members have questions on the Treasurer’s report regarding month-to-date versus last month-to-date.  


Mr. Beigle made a motion to pay an invoice to McQuaide Blasko in the amount of $1,485.00.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.   

Mrs. Dunne made a motion to accept and be responsible for the fair share of CATA’s budget for the fiscal year 2010-2011.  Mr. Taylor seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

Park & Recreation – Ameron RFP #01 is to install an additional 44” decorative fence from the corner of the contracted fence South of the bridge abutment, Lincoln Sculpture Garden side along the stone wall to the Pump Building + extend the contracted fence from the plan termination point at the East side of the Bridge to the stone wall along South Water Street for $5,850.00.  The railroad crossing was budgeted for $20,000, but came in at $6,000 so there will not be an increase in cost to do the decorative fencing.  

Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve the change order.  Mr. Beigle seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.

Human Resources – CareerLink offers a program for youth staff to work and the state pays the cost.  The job of the Borough is to mentor the youth.  The Borough would like to request youth staff again this year.   

Robert Cook accepted the job of Superintendent at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

John Keeler will be retiring from the Streets Department.  We will post the position internally.  

Safety – Mr. Wilson and Mr. DeCusati examined the parking space near the parking lot on the corner of Spring Street and Bishop Street.  The parking space is in front of the former Donohue’s Dental office.  
Mr. Wilson made a motion to install a sign that restricts the type of parking permitted in that space.  Mr. Beigle seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  
The Borough solicitor, Tom Shrack, put the Fire Agreement agreement into an inter-governmental arrangement.  Bellefonte Borough has reviewed it and it will be forwarded to the other solicitors.  The solicitors will have a conference call to discuss comments.  The verbiage of the agreement did not change.  


Water/Sanitation – Mr. Beigle reported that the withdrawal is up slightly.

The Central Pennsylvania Water Quality Association took a tour of the Wastewater Treatment Plant on May 14, 2010.  They were impressed with the operation of the plant; the overall cleanliness and how well the plant was kept.  They gave an Award of Merit to the Bellefonte Water Treatment Facility.  This will be presented to Robert Cook at the Authority meeting in June.

Mr. Beigle reported that water sales are ongoing for the Marcella Shale group.  


Mr. Novak reported at the last Spring Creek Watershed Commission meeting there was discussion on who is adopting the Well Boring Ordinance.  Bellefonte has adopted this, but the Spring Creek Watershed Commission did not know that.    


Streets – Mr. DeCusati reported that there is a draft Sidewalk Ordinance to be discussed at a later date.  It will need to be determined how the sidewalk ordinance will be funded.  

The street paving list is being reviewed.  Additional funding sources will need to be found for this.


Mr. Holderman will put a work order in for the street sweeper to run again on the side streets.  


Mr. Beigle reported that in Frederick there is a canvas type pedestrian sign that is installed permanently.  He suggested a sign like this for areas outside of the downtown.    


Energy & Environmental Conservation – Thursday, May 20th, there will be a presentation at the University Park Airport terminal on installing solar panels on the building.  Mr. Beigle will obtain information to share with Council members.     
OLD BUSINESS
· Mr. Novak made a motion to discuss the Poultry Ordinance.  Mr. Beigle seconded the

motion.  

Mr. Novak made a motion to move forward with advertising the Poultry Ordinance as it stands.  Mr. Beigle seconded the motion.  The motion passed with Mr. DeCusati voting no.

· Mr. Beigle made a motion to apply for the CDBG with the money to be used for the

installation of sprinkler systems in downtown buildings.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  

· Mr. Beigle made a motion to pass Resolution 05172010-01 Fair Housing.  Mr. Taylor

seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.  

· Mr. Beigle made a motion to adopt the Fair Housing Proclamation.  Mr. Wilson seconded

the motion.  A voice vote was unanimous.
